How to put your first project up on your website

1. Use Fugu to upload your completed .mp3 file to the audio folder on your website
2. Use Fugu to download your project1.html file to the desktop of your local machine.
3. Open the project1.html file in TextEdit or similar ASCII text editor. It should look like this:
